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Foreword 
EDL's purpose in developing and publishing core vocabularies is to 
improve the readability of instructional materials. Vocabulary load 
is aclmowledged as the major factor in determining readability. EDL's 
vocabulary lists will provide teachers, authors, and researchers with 
word lists to be used in the writing and evaluation of instructional 
materials. 

HISTORY 
EDL's involvement in the development of core vocabularies extends 
over three decades. 
.. The reading core vocabulary dates back to 1949 with the publica­

tion of Basic Vocabulary' by the Washington Square Reading 
Center, EDL's parent organization. This vocabulary was sub­
sequently revised in 1951,' 1955,' and 1969.' 

.. The mathematics core vocabulary was published in 1975.' 

.. The science and social studies lists were developed in 1978 and 
are now being published for the first time. 
This publication brings together the reading, mathematics, science, 

and social studies lists into one volume. Further, it includes grade­
by-grade lists for reading, a cumulative alphabetical list, and an adult 
word list appropriate for adults reading at low levels. 

A full explanation of the origin and organization of the vocabular­
ies is found in the Appendix. 

EDL READING CORE VOCABULARY 
The EDL Reading Core Vocabulary is composed of words introduced 
in the more widely used basal reading series and/or found on fre­
quency lists. Its sources are described in detail in the Appendix. 

There are 14 graded lists for levels from pre-primer through 13. 
Each list is arranged in alphabetical order and includes only the 
words introduced on the specified grade level. However, it is assumed 
that students already know the words contained in all of the lists 
for the preceding levels. 

The cumulative list contains all of the words used in grades pre­
primer through 13, arranged alphabetically, and indexed as to grade 
level. A number (or P for pre-primer) is placed before each word 
in this list to indicate the level at which the word is introduced. 

EDL MATHEMATICS CORE VOCABULARY 
The mathematics core vocabulary is based on two doctoral disser­
tations. The purpose of these dissertations was to compile an in­
ventory of the frequency of use of modern mathematical terms in 
commonly used basal mathematics series. The availability of these 
word lists enables the mathematics teacher to provide instruction 
in mathematics terms according to their frequency and importance. 
One list contains words introduced in grades 1-3, a second list con­
tains words introduced in grades 4-6. 

EDL SCIENCE AND SOCIAL STUDIES CORE 
VOCABULARIES 
The science and social studies lists are based on frequency of occur­
rence in glossaries of words found in the major textbook series. Since 
the understanding of vocabulary and concepts goes hand-in-hand 
in content area learning, these lists enable teachers and writers to 
develop vocabulary exercises with words appropriate for the various 
grade levels. 

A science list and a social studies list are provided for each of grades 
3, 4, 5, and 6 . 

HOW TEACHERS CAN USE THE WORD LISTS 
Teachers will find a variety of uses for the word lists: 

Readability levels of instructional materials can be deter­
mined. If more than 10 percent of the total vocabulary is above the 
student's reading level, the teacher should plan to aid the student 
in reading the material. 

Informal inventories can be developed to assess a student's 
instructional level in reading or in a content area. 

The student is asked to read through a graded list of words. The 
student should lmow 90 percent or more of the words on a given 
level in order to be considered qualified to work independently in 
materials written at that level. 

Vocabulary improvement exercises can be based on a given 
word list. The teacher can create dictionary activities, sentence­
writing activities, context-clue exercises, and other kinds of exercises 
to improve students' understanding of word meaning and usage. 

The readability of teacher-made lessons can be checked 
against the word list for the intended instructional level of the materi­
als. After the above-level words in a lesson have been identified, 
the teacher can either rewrite the lesson or pre-teach the words in 
question. 

HOW WRITERS CAN USE THE WORD LISTS 
Writers of instructional materials, childrens' stories, or trade books 
can use the word lists to ensure that these materials can be read 
independently by students in the intended target audience. (Books 
to be read to children by parents might be exempted from this proce­
dure.) First, the writer must determine the grade level of the target 
audience. The vocabulary level of words used can be checked against 
the Core Vocabulary either during or after the writing of the first 
draft. Above-level words should be marked by circling or highlighting. 
Each above-level word should be considered individually. Words that 
are critical to the presentation of key concepts can be explained with 
various types of context clues (synonyms, opposites, direct explana­
tion, etc.). Other words can be eliminated. The writer can refer to 
the graded lists for possible synonyms or for simpler ways of present­
ing the concepts.

READING CORE VOCABULARY ________________ _ 

Background 

The purpose underlying the preparation of the Basic 
Vocabulary was to establish a core vocabulary for 
the various materials in the EDL language arts pro­
gram. It is the authors' belief that any well-inte­
grated language arts program should maintain vo­
cabulary controls that make possible short-interval 
learning with enough repetition and reinforcement 
so that each student will be assured of a minimum 
level of language development as he progresses from 
level to level. As a result of this thinking, a core 
vocabulary list was formulated which incorporated 
those words judged to be most fundamental to com­
munication based on studies and evaluations of bas­
al reading series, other widely approved vocabulary 
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studies, and other frequently employed vocabulary­
building instructional materials. 

Primarily, this word list will be used in the prepa­
ration of basic and supplementary instructional ma­
terials in printed or projected form for use in EDL 
language arts programs. Materials prepared from 
this list would serve to introduce and reinforce a 
minimum language requirement, but would also 
contain a planned amount of above-level, specific­
area reading and enrichment to provide for continu­
ing vocabulary development. 

Secondly, this list can serve as a continuous in­
structional guide for the classroom teacher, provid­
ing her with a constant check as to words which 



pupils should have learned at previous levels. If the 
teacher ensures mastery of the basic vocabulary re­
quired at each level, she knows that each pupil has 
the essential language foundation from which to ex­
tend his vocabulary. 

Thirdly, there is a constant demand for graded 
materials designed for independent reading by pu­
pils on primary and intermediate levels. The vo­
cabulary load of such material should, of course, be 
carefully controlled. Authors who wish to prepare 
graded reading material for use by EDL or by other 
publishers will find this list an invaluable aid. 

Further, this list may eventually serve as the ba­
sis for those portions of readability scales that are 
concerned with an appraisal of vocabulary difficulty. 

BACKGROUND OF THE STUDY 
Vocabulary study at EDL began in 1949, when an 
attempt was made to arrive at a minimum vocabu­
lary for reading, writing, and speaking that would be 
acceptable by each state in the Union. Over 150 
sources were checked during the initial study, and 
the resulting graded word list contained the 6,310 
words judged to be most important for children in 
grades one to eight.! Revisions of this list were pub­
lished in 19512 and 1955.3 

While this list proved satisfactory as a general vo­
cabulary guide, more rigid controls were indicated 
when reading materials were to be prepared for use 
in the primary and intermediate grades. As a conse­
quence, an additional study of nine basal reading 
series was undertaken in 1968 with the express pur­
pose of determining the grade point at which the 
required words for grades 1-6 and their variant 
forms should be introduced. The series studied were 
those published by:

Ginn and Company 
Harper & Row

At present, it is the authors' conviction that one 
common list can and should serve as a base for all 

language arts instruction. Further, the fact that the 
student's first encounter with words in visual form is 
through reading indicates that reading level should 
be the primary factor in deciding on the grade place­
ment of words. The same words can be and at pre­
sent are generally re-introduced in the following 
grade for spelling and writing activities. This 
amount of lag between reading and spelling levels 
was determined by comparing the grade placement 
of words in a number of widely used spelling lists 
with grade placement of the same words in reading 
series.4 

Because reading level was to be the major consid­
eration in determining grade placement, the deci­
sion was made to use the basal reading series as a 
source on all levels for which published lists are 
available. This approach was judged to be essential 
at the primary level. At the intermediate level, 
where there is more divergence in the words intro­
duced, the findings of the most authoritative studies 
of usage by pupils and frequency of occurrence in 
reading material were used as additional controls in 
selecting words. 

PROCEDURE USED IN COMPILING 
THE WORD LISTS 
Grades 1-8 
The procedure followed in compiling the word lists 
was similar to that advocated by Buckingham and 
Dolch5 in that the amount of word load was first 
determined for each grade, and then a decision was 
made as to the types of words to be included. Fol­
lowing this, procedures and sources for the selection 
of words were established. 

1. Word Load 
The first step in determining the word load per 
grade was to consult the basal readers and find the 
average number of words introduced at each level. 
No two series use exactly the same vocabulary, nor 
do they use the same number of words at any given 
level. Of the nine basal reading series, the average 
number of words introduced at each grade level is:

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word load was increased in certain grades where it 
was judged possible to successfully teach a greater 
number of basic words by more advanced instruc­
tional means. This is especially true of the interme­
diate levels. In addition, the trend reflected by the 
survey of the basal series seems to be toward in­
creased word load on these levels. 

The final word count for each grade level is as 
follows:

2. Types of Words Included 
In an attempt to include the most commonly used 
words in American English, words were selected 
which have general, specific, technical (if widely 
used), and social significance. Although root words 
have been stressed, in some instances it seemed de­
sirable to include derived forms (especially in the 
lower grades). Proper names were avoided for the 
most part, but names of the days of the week, 
months, and widely observed holidays were in­
cluded. Also included were the more common con­
tractions and abbreviations. Most sound words, such 
as "meow" and "moo," and movement words, such 
as "hippety" and "zoom," were omitted. Provincial­
isms and colloquialisms were also omitted. More­
over, no attempt was made to include the more tech­
nical vocabularies for specific subjects and areas of 
learning. 

3. Procedure for the Selection of Words 

Grades 1-3 
The lists for grade levels 1-3 were determined by the 
point of introduction in the nine basal series listed 
earlier. The frequency point at which a word was 
added to the list was set at 3 out of 9. (When a 
higher frequency was used, the desired word load 
could not be achieved, and the level of difficulty of 
the vocabulary was reduced considerably.) 

Grades 4-6 
The words for these levels were selected from the 
following sources: 

A Basic Vocabulary of Elementary School Chil­
dren, by Henry D. Rinsland. l 

The Teacher's Word Book of 30,000 Words, by 
Edward L. Thorndike and Irving Lorge.2

Words occurring in at least three basals on the 
same level or below were judged to be suitable for 
that leveL Words occurring twice at the same level 
or below were checked first against the Rinsland list 
to confirm student knowledge of the word at that 
level and next against the Thorndike-Lorge list to 
determine whether a word was used frequently 
enough in written material (G listing) to justify its 
inclusion. In using the Thorndike-Lorge list, the au­
thors' recommendations were used with regard to 
qualifying frequency. In some instances where ques­
tions arose regarding inclusion of a specific word, the 
Iowa Spelling Scale3 was consulted. 

Grades 7-8 
The vocabularies of the various basal readers on this 
level are so divergent that they are no longer of 
great importance as a vocabulary controL At these 
levels, the balance of the words suggested by the 
basals in grades 4 to 6 and not yet included in the 
vocabulary list (on the basis of too Iowa frequency) 
were rechecked against the Rinsland and Thorn­
dike-Lorge lists and added to the list if their fre­
quencies then warranted. The remainder of the 
word load for these two levels was derived almost 
exclusively from the Rinsland and the Thorndike­
Lorge lists, using the same general approach as pre­
viously described. 

It will be noticed that in the Revised Core Vo­
cabulary, the word load on levels 7 and 8 is lower 
than in the previous edition. The changes in word 
load for these two grades now reflect downgrading of 
vocabulary as a result of the 1968 survey of basals 
for grades 1-6. 

Grades 9-13 
Between the words taught through eighth grade and 
those that are infrequently used and rather obscure

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in nature lie approximately 2,000 words (of the 
types previously described). The word loads for 
grades 9, 10, 11, and 12 were set at approximately 
500 per grade level. This amount of words represents 
a feasible number for instruction over a year's time. 
The number of words for grade 13 was reduced to 
approximately 400 because of the greater difficulty 
of words on this level. The actual word load figures 
after the completion of the list are as follows:

Selecting words for these levels is at best a highly 
subjective task. Seemingly the only ~uides that can 
be used are the Thorndike-Lorge list and the various 
vocabulary improvement materials in wide use on 
these levels. In using the Thorndike-Lorge list, the 
highest frequency words, ranging from the more to 
the less frequently used, were selected. Modifica­
tions (upgrading and downgrading) and additions 
were made according to frequency of occurrence of 
words in the vocabulary improvement materials (see 
bibliography). 

MATHEMATICS CORE VOCABULARY 
Background 
The use of vocabulary lists to indicate concept load 
for some particular content area dates back to fif­
teenth-century England when lists of words with 
their frequencies were compiled for use by short­
hand writers.! In this country, the first lists com­
piled for pedagogical purposes were for the content 
areas of spelling (Ayres) and reading (Thorndike).2 
The works of Horn and Dolch, and Taylor, Fracken­
pohl, and White have updated the vocabulary lists 
for these content areas.3 

In the area of vocabulary lists for mathematics 
(arithmetic), the single most significant work was 
done by Luella Cole in 1942. She compiled previous 
vocabulary studies of technical terms in mathemat­
ics (arithmetic) into a total of 224 words, 194 of 
which were classified as being pertinent to the ele­
mentary mathematics curriculum. Geometry words 
which now appear as early as first grade in modern 

mathematics series were listed separately in her 
study under the content area of geometry. Although 
the terms on Cole's list were given a Thorndike rat­
ing for frequency, she cautioned that high frequency 
in general reading matter did not necessarily help 
students to understand a word's highly technical 
meaning in the content area of instructional materi­
als.4 

Even though later studies by Repp, Kerfoot, 
Stauffer, and Shaw have pointed to discrepancies in 
the introduction and continuity of usage of mathe­
matical terminology in certain modern mathematics 
texts, there continues to be a need for a core listing 
of modern mathematical terms used in modern 
mathematics texts today.5 

While no tabulation of mathematical terms can 
be considered final, this Core Vocabulary for Mathe­
matics, Grades 1-6 will provide the teacher, the 
writer of instructional materials, and the researcher 
with a valuable source of information on the special 
vocabulary used in mathematics programs for the 
elementary grades. 

Further delineation of the mathmatical terminol­
ogy through the use of the frequency concept will 
provide the read~r with information concerning the 
relative usage of the mathematical terms in repre­
sentative basal modern mathematics text currently 
in use in public elementary schools. Terms judged to 
be of high importance but found to have a low fre­
quency in instructional materials should be given 
additional instructional time for learning and rein­
forcement. 

PURPOSE OF, AND NEED FOR, THE 
STUDY 
The purpose of this study was to compile an inven­
tory of the usage and frequency of modern mathe­
matical terms in commonly-used basal mathematics 
series in the public schools, for elementary grades 
one through six. The information compiled in this 
Core Vocabulary for Mathematics, Grades 1-6 rep­
resents the combination of two studies: one by Will­
mon on the usage and frequency of mathematical 
terms in the primary grade modern math texts, and

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the second by Browning on the usage and frequency 
of mathematical terms in the intermediate grade 
texts.! 

A review of the research literature made by Will­
mon2 indicates that many learning problems in 
mathematics are caused by reading difficulties.3 

Readability studies of math textbooks specifically 
suggest that the technical vocabulary load may be 
the source of the major reading difficulties.4 These 
findings are supported by research in the general 
area of readability where it has been found that vo­
cabulary influences the comprehension difficulty 
level of instructional materials, with the difficulty 
level increasing in the content area of instructional 
materials.s Because the vocabulary load of a content 
area does represent for the student the most signifi­
cant portion of the reading done in that subject 
area, a need is indicated for a vocabulary list of tech­
nical terms currently used in modern mathematics 
texts. 

The results of this study will provide the mathe­
matics teacher with the terminology used in instruc­
tional materials and a knowledge of the words con­
sidered most important in terms of frequency. 

For example, a working knowledge of the core vo­
cabulary will enable a teacher to see that if a term is 
of high importance but shows low frequency, it will 
require more instructional time and material for 
some students. Terms of infrequent usage and less 
importance may receive less instructional attention. 

It is hoped that teachers, as well as authors of 
instructional materials, may use the Core Vocabu­
lary for Mathematics, Grades 1-6 as a basis for up­
dating and/or revising instructional materials in the 
area of modern mathematics. 

PROCEDURE FOR TABULATING 
PRIMARY TERMS 
A total of eight basal arithmetic series were used in 
the primary word count. First-, second-, and third­
grade texts in each of the eight series were included 
totaling twenty-four books. The following series 
were used in the word count: Addison Wesley 
(1968); Houghton Mifflin (1967); Harcourt Brace 

World (1966-1968); American Book Co. (1968); 
Singer (1966-1969); Holt, Rinehart and Winston 
(1966-1968); Laidlaw (1968); Silver Burdett (1968). 
Texts were selected on the recommendations of pro­
fessors of mathematics education and of state 
mathematics supervisors. The chosen series are typi­
cal of the most widely used textbooks in public 
school systems today. 

The study was conducted in two phases. In the 
first phase each page of each text was surveyed and 
the different specialized words and phrases were 
listed. This was done in accordance with Travers' 
recommendations for word-frequency counts.6 All 
words, including any general words which become 
technical when used in the specialized context of 
mathematics, were included on the list. For exam­
ple, the words line and point have a general meaning 
as well as special mathematics concept. 

Twenty-four different texts were examined in or­
der to obtain a wide selection from the vocabularies 
of various authors. Again, in accordance with recom­
mendations for word counts, graded texts were se­
lected for counting where the content was presented 
in an organized, sequential form. After the survey, 
math educators were asked to review the terms and 
phrases to insure consistency between the reading 
specialist's point of view and the mathematics spe­
cialist's view. After the list was surveyed, a code 
number was assigned to each word. 

The second phase of the study was the frequency 
count. The word frequency count was done by thirty 
pairs of counters, one checking on the other. As 
words were counted, they were recorded on the data 
sheet. A data sheet was provided for each page in all 
texts, and if no designated technical words appeared 
on a page, this was noted. 

The following categories were used for definition 
of items: 

Subject or Content-Area Words: Words used to 
convey concepts and meanings in a particular 
subject area, such as arithmetic. 

Specialized Words: Words denoting a special 
meaning when used within a particular subject 
area.

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Different Words: A term referring to the proce­
dure of counting each word that is not like an­
other word. 

Running Words: A term referring to the proce­
dure of counting all words, one after another, in 
a text. 

Procedures for Word Derivations: Derivations 
were based on Webster's Seventh New Colle­
giate Dictionary (1965). Words with such end­
ings as -s, -es, -ies, -ed, and -ing were not 
counted separately. For the purpose of this 
study, words with the suffixes -aI, -er, -est, 
-ment, etc., were generally not counted sepa­
rately. In some limited cases, if the concept of 
the word was changed radically by adding a 

suffix ending, it was then counted separately. 
For example, the terms addition, subtraction, 
division, and multiplication were counted sepa­
rately, as the suffix -ion gives each a mathemat­
ical connotation distinct from the root word. 

A tabulation was made for each coded word at 
each grade level, for each series, and for all series 
combined. From this tabulation a master compre­
hensive total was made of the word frequencies.! 

Based on the frequency of each word, a master 
list containing a total of 473 words was compiled. 
Frequencies of the words ranged from 5,995 occur­
rences down to 1 occurrence. The following table 
(Table I) is a listing of the frequency categories used 
in tabulating the words and the number of words 
that appear in each category.

PROCEDURE FOR TABULATING 
INTERMEDIATE TERMS 

In order that the list of terminology in the interme­
diate grade study not become unwieldy, the number 
of modern mathematics texts examined was reduced 
to five series, with a total of fifteen texts. On the 
basis of the results of a twenty-six-state survey of 
state mathematics supervisors concerning the 
mathematics texts most popularly used in their re­
spective states for Grades 4, 5, and 6, the modern 
mathematics series of the following publishers were 
selected for inclusion in the intermediate-grade in­
ventory:

Each of the fifteen texts for Grades 4, 5 and 6 
were analyzed for occurrence and frequency of some 
743 mathematical terms found in the intermediate­
grade texts which had not been analyzed for occur­
rence and frequency in the primary-grade study by 
Willmon. 

In order to evenly distribute the effects of fatigue 
from counting words, the fifteen texts were divided 
into one hundred eleven blocks of approximately fif­
ty pages each. Blocks included only the pages from 
the text proper and did not include glossaries, the 
tables of contents, etc. Each fifty-page block was in­
ventoried in a random-order sequence for mathe­
matical terminology found on the intermediate list 
of terms. The sequence for counting each block was 
determined by obtaining one random permutation 
of the numbers from one through one hundred 
eleven.2

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The intermediate list of mathematical terms be­
yond the terms on the Willmon Primary List was 
used in making the inventory of the intermediate 
grade texts. As each fifty-page block was counted, 
terms which appeared from the intermediate list 
were tallied on a separate tally sheet. Terms were 
counted only when used with a mathematical mean­
ing; e.g., the word principal was counted only when 
used to mean "a bank-interest term"; when used in 
other meanings, it was not tallied. 

A tabulation of the frequencies of each term was 
compiled for each of the fifteen texts. From these 
fifteen tabulations, a master comprehensive inven­
tory of mathematical terminology and their fre­
quencies in the five series was compiled and ana­
lyzed. 

The following table (Table II) is a listing of the 
frequency categories used for the tabulation of the 
mathematical terminology and the number of words 
that appear in each category:

The following restrictions were imposed in count­
ing and tabulating the terms: 

1. No terms from the Primary List of Mathe­
matical Terms were tabulated. 

2. Unless a different form of a term carried a 
distinct mathematical connotation, all forms 
of a term were counted as the main-entry 
term. This included (1) plurals; (2) past 
tenses; (3) comparative and superlative forms 
of adjectives and adverbs, such as light, 
lighter, and lightest; (4) verb forms ending in 
-ing, -d, and -ed; and (5) adverbs which were 
formed by adding -ly, such as exactly. 

3. This list of the 743 terms tabulated includes 
some terms in parentheses, for example, if­
then (rule, sentence, statement). This indicates 
that the if-then rule, if-then sentence, and if­
then statement were all tabulated as this en­
try term. 

4. Whenever a term was tabulated for only a 
specific meaning, it is listed in parentheses; 
for example, base (of a figure) indicates that 
the term was tabulated only when used m 
that particular meaning. 

5. Title pages, tables of contents, tables of 
weights, glossaries, etc., were not included in 
the tabulation. 

6. All spelled-out terms on the list were tabu­
lated.

7. No symbols, numerals, abbreviations, signs, 
or other characters were tabulated. 

8. Terms occurring in page headings, topical en­
tries, tables, and pictorial information were 
tabulated. 

9. Hyphenated forms of nouns which changed 
them to modifiers were not tabulated. 

10. Spelled-out forms of numerals and/or frac­
tions were not tabulated. 

11. Terms which occurred as a part of the ongo­
ing format of almost every page (or many 
pages) of the text(s) were not tabulated. 

12. A term in the list followed in parentheses by 
no other form, such as the term closed, means 
that only that form of the term was tabu­
lated. 

13. The plural form of a term is listed in the table 
if it was more commonly used in the text(s), 
for example, corresponding sides. 

SUMMARY AND IMPLICATIONS 
An analysis of the mathematics core vocabulary, 
grades 1 through 6, indicates a heavy vocabulary 
burden, which suggests a significant obstacle to 
achievement in mathematics. A review of the tech­
nical terms introduced in grades 1, 2, and 3 shows 



that only seventeen of the 473 terms are repeated 
more than one thousand times; most of the techni­
cal terms are repeated less than 25 times.! 

A review of the technical terms introduced in 
grades 4, 5, and 6 shows that only eleven of the 743 
terms are repeated more than 451 times and that 
353 (48 percent) of the terms have a frequency often 
or less. Of the total terms, only ten (1.35 percent) 
were common to all fifteen texts. These ten terms 
(and their categories of frequency) are as follows: 
average (Category I), denominator (Category I), 
least (Category IV), mixed numeral Category III), 
month (Category IV), numerator (Category III), per 
(Category I), through (Category III), weigh (Cate­
gory III), and year (Category I). Of the eleven terms 
appearing in the highest category of frequency, only 
four were common to all fifteen texts: denominator, 
average, year, and per. 

In each of the five series of texts, over half of the 
mathematical terms tabulated had frequencies of 
ten or less. In two of the series, more than 65 per­
cent of the terms tabulated had frequencies of ten or 
less. (The reader should keep in mind that a series 
frequency means the frequency of a term totaled 
from the three texts of a series; in other words, 65 
percent of the terms had a frequency of ten or less, 
distributed across the texts composing a series.2 ) 

The implications for the classroom teacher of the 
word frequency count of the core vocabulary for 
modern mathematics are that the technical vocabu­
lary is large, and that the frequency of repetition is 
inadequate for developing a successful reading vo­
cabulary for mathematics study. Of the terms on 
the basic primary word list, only 218 of the total 473 
terms appear in EDL's A Revised Core Vocabulary, 
and 148 appear in Thorndike's The Teacher's Word­
book of 10,000 Words. These findings support the 
results of the Austin survey that the basal reader 
approach, as predominantly used, offers limited in­
struction in content area reading.3 Therefore, sup­
plementary teaching of vocabulary in mathematics 
is imperative for developing content area reading 
skills in mathematics. 

Suggestions for the classroom teacher: It is sug­
gested that the Core Vocabulary for Modern Mathe­
matics, Grades 1-6 be used by classroom teachers: 

1. to diagnose for word-knowledge deficiencies re­
lated to previously taught mathematics con­
cepts;

2. to inventory a list of terms to be introduced 
with mathematics topics currently being stud­
ied; 

3. to organize a list of terms within the different 
areas of mathematics study (geometry, nu­
meration, operations, sets, and so forth) for se­
quential reference study; 

4. to develop word games, vocabulary activities, 
dictionaries, story problems, and other supple­
mentary reading aids. 

SCIENCE AND SOCIAL STUDIES 
CORE VOCABULARIES 
In late 1977 EDL began planning a vocabulary se­
ries to help students learn the meanings of words 
used in the science and social studies curricula. Stu­
dents typically have difficulty in science and social 
studies classes because they do not know or under­
stand the meanings of the concept-bearing words 
used in these classes. 

To determine which concept words were pre­
sented and at what level they were introduced, the 
glossaries of science and social studies series of the 
following publishers were consulted:

Two criteria were used for placing a word at a 
given grade level: If a word appeared three or more 
times in glossaries at a given level, it was placed on 
the list for that level. If a word appeared less than 
three times but did appear in the Reading Core Vo­
cabulary at that grade level, it was placed on the list 
for that level.
